Latest Projects  
 

Due to national sourcing problems and regional 
bankruptcies, many of our customers have been 
forced to procure castings from overseas suppliers. 
Quality issues abound resulting in a huge increase in 
new work for us on raw castings. Projects include: 
repairing sand pocket inclusions, repositioning mis-
cast bosses and bores, plugging porosity on 
waterjackets, opening of clogged ports, etc. Roughly 
1/3 of our total business this calendar year has been in 
repairing new raw castings. 

Increased Capabilities  
 

MLS recently purchased and installed two 
additional pieces of machining equipment. Another 
Bullard vertical turning lathe was added to our 
stable. This unit can swing 60" in diameter and 
includes a tracer attachment for part replication (see 

picture on right).  We also added an American lathe that 
swings 38" and has 120" between centers.  Both of 
these machines add to our already impressive 
machining capabilities. 

Contract Awarded-Metal Locking Service is 
the recipient of all machining work required to 
fulfill a contract with the Department of Defense 
that our parent company, West Metal Works has 
received.  This project, for the Sealwolf Class of 
Nuclear Submarines extends through the spring 
of 2007. 
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Did you know that some equipment failures 
are covered by your insurance?
